The figures for prosecutions could be obtained only at disproportionate cost. However, according to locally collated management information, which may be subject to change, there have been 350 convictions under Section two of the Asylum & Immigration (Treatment of Claimants, etc) Act 2004 since it came into force on 22 September 2004 until 20 October 2005.

Keith Vaz: I wish to present a petition signed by 2,500 people nationally about the proposals, which have now been shelved—permanently, we hope—for abolishing the right of appeal in visitors' visas cases. However, it has been signed by 2,500 people who were concerned by the proposals. 

The petition declares: 

That the right of oral appeal and current definition of family members for visitors' visas and the right of appeal for overseas students are very important to Institutions of Higher Education as well as to ethnic minorities throughout the United Kingdom.

The Petitioners therefore request that the House of Commons urge the Government not to abolish the above mentioned rights and definitions.

There are currently three race equality impact assessments under way in the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister, and the ODPM has agreed to conduct a series of 14 assessments across a wide range of the ODPM's existing policy and programme areas as part of an 18-month call-off contract.
