Glyn Ford, Bernd Posselt, Viktória Mohácsi, Claude Moraes and Feleknas Uca: </Depute>
The European Parliament, 
having regard to Rule 116 of its Rules of Procedure,

A. recognising the serious incidence of anti-Semitism, Islamophobia, anti-Roma and other forms of racism and incitement on the Internet,

B. recalling that hate is detrimental to everyone,

C. recalling the Joint Action of 15 July 1996 adopted by the Council, concerning action to combat racism and xenophobia,

D. recalling that freedom of speech is a fundamental right, 

E. whereas the Internet offers an opportunity to promote learning and understanding,

1. Strongly condemns all forms of racism and hate on the Internet;

2. Calls on Internet service providers to include provisions on hate in their terms of service;

3. Calls on the European Commission to enhance dedicated activities on hate through its Safer Internet Plus Programme, and undertake initiatives to learn from international good practice in the USA and other countries;

4. Calls on EU Member States who have not done so to sign and ratify the Council of Europe Additional Protocol to the Convention on Cybercrime, concerning the criminalisation of acts of a racist and xenophobic nature;

5. Instructs its President to forward this declaration, together with the names of the signatories, to the Council, the Commission and the Governments of the Member States.
